Program Now that
summer is in full
swing, CAC is again

partnering with Wash-

ington County Public

Schools (WCPS) to en-
sure that children liv-

ing within the City of

Hagerstown will con-
tinue to receive a free
nutritious  breakfast

and lunch during the

summer break from

classes.

Since 1989, CAC has
acted as the program
sponsor of the Summer
Food Service Program
(SFSP). SFSP operates
for eight weeks from
June through August,
offering breakfast and
lunch to anyone 18
years and younger at
the following locations:
Y M C A
(Pangborn

Park, Kinder
Kamp, Camp
Holiday, and

Hellane Park),
Wheaton Park
(Memorial Rec-

reation Center), the
Boys & Girls Club of
Washington  County
(PA Ave., Elgin Station,
Noland Village, Wil-
liamsport and Freder-
ick Manor), and White
Tiger  Martial  Arts
School. Free meals
that meet the Federal
nutrition  guidelines
are prepared and deliv-
ered by WCPS. All
breakfasts and lunches
are consumed on site

CAC Food Pantry

CAC is also a partner
along with other local

Washington  County
food pantries. Persons
that are in need of
emergency food can
come to CAC for relief.
CAC is the local agency
where individuals
make an appointment
to determine if they
meet eligibility guide-
lines. They meet with a
CAC staff person and
after eligibility is deter-

mined a food bank
card is issued. The
card can be used at
local food pantries

(CAC included) once a
month for an allocation

of food items depend-
ing on family size.
Each bag includes:
meat, veggies, fruit,
and other non perish-
able items. Every
month  approximately
125 new food bank
cards are issued with
approximately 200
bags of food being dis-
tributed by CAC alone.

A Few Facts About CAC?

CAC operates over 40 different programs with
29 different funding sources. CAC provides assis-
tance to approximately 8,000 individuals ona
yearly basis with an annual operating budget of
approximately $5.8M. Operating overhead year to
year runs between 6 to 8%; which translates that
for every $1.00 that comes into the agency, $.92 -
$.94 goes out in services to clients. The abun-
dance of CAC clients have incomes that are at or
below 200% of the Federal Poverty Level. The
agency provides services to single men or women,
and families.
